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Committee and Management Happenings

Following an Email from Re-joining Member John Yap
regarding timing of the check in and Check out times for
the Chalets it was agreed that while the published timings
would remain as 12 Noon Check-out and 1600Hrs check
in due to staffing constraints the clubs staff would,
wherever possible seek to accommodate members
wishes for earlier check ins and later check outs.  A plan
to refurbish initially 2 of the Chalets that would then attract
a small price premium is under review.  If this is
successful then the remaining Chalets will also be
refurbished following which the occupancy rate and
income will be reviewed to see if it is possible to shorten
the period required for cleaning.

We have introduced an “Exit Survey” Form that will help
us to understand why members leave so that we can,
where practicable, make the necessary changes.

We have had an independent survey of the concrete
Pontoons carried out and we are presently looking at the
options, which include Refurbishment or replacement.
We have been assured that despite the poor condition
they do not presently present a safety risk.  In the interim
we shall be closely monitoring the status and will keep
members updated.

Following a decision at the last MC Meeting to combine
Keelboat, Catamaran, Dinghy and Seasports activities
into a ‘Sailing Committee’ consisting of the present
incumbents it was decided not to pursue a replacement
for the position of Rear Commodore (Dinghies) at this
time.

Very special thanks from the Management Committee to
Edward and his team for working long hours overseeing
the improvements at our Club and for making our 3 Major
Events in 3 Months such a huge success.
