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SAESL’S CREW SET TO POWER AROUND THE WORLD

Singapore Aero Engine Services (SAESL) is a S$200 million joint venture between SIA Engineering
Company, Rolls-Royce and Hong Kong Aero Engine Services Limited.  SAESL is the Trent Centre of
Excellence providing maintenance, repair and overhaul support for Rolls-Royce Trent Engine operators
around the world.

SAESL has laid down the ultimate team challenge for employees this year by offering an exclusive, world-
renowned sailing experience. The Clipper 07-08 Round the World Yacht Race challenge attracted over 30
applicants from SAESL’s workforce, vying for the six places on the four-week intensive training course in the
UK and, ultimately, the three places as part of the Clipper crew.

After weeks of a vigorous selection process and interviews, six enthusiastic employees were chosen for the
five-week intensive training. The SAESL Six (as they were called) underwent a once in a lifetime experience.
Sleep deprivation, sea sickness and freezing cold weather were just some of the many challenges they had
to overcome. Their initial training took place around the English Channel, but the crew also raced as far as
Rotterdam in the Netherlands, where they experienced severe weather conditions and storm force winds in
the “British Summer”.

“Feelings on the boat went from fun to tears following injuries; from suffering (on watch) to excitement during
races...and finally to patriotism whilst on ‘Uniquely Singapore’.” reminisced Chris Chiu, Human Resources
Executive. SAESL’s sole female participant.

“I’ve learnt that safety is paramount. Whether on the boat or in the aerospace overhaul and repair shop –
there is always a consequence for your actions. The training really highlighted the need for the final crew to
be a strong and tight team,” said Khairul Anwar, Technician.

"Sleeping on board is like being caught in the middle of war. You can hear the sound of the boat hammering
against the ocean and sounded as if a bomb had exploded and was going to tear the boat into pieces,"
recalled Michael Mustapha, Technician.

“Nothing can really prepare you for life at sea where you feel like you’re being thrown around like a ball
against a racket, or like you’re on each other’s toes 24-7.  It’s hard, but that’s when I appreciated and valued
the need for strong communication.  You’re never alone and you’ve got to see each other through the bad
times to get to the good,” commented Lewis Foo, Engineering Specialist.

 “While we all ultimately dream of sailing in the Clipper Race, for us it’s not a competition.  From the start,
everyone was helping & encouraging each other along,” said Nicholas Yeo, Trainer.

“Both the mental & physical challenges have been immense but I shall remember
them for the rest of my life,” recollected Mohamad Faizal Bin Mohamad Nor,
Technician.

The six trainees spent one month demonstrating their drive, perseverance and ability
to work as a team, in the hope of being one of the three SAESL employees selected
to join the 24-member Singapore crew on the ten-month race around the world.

The SAESL Six completed their training in early August 2007. During the training, the
performances of the six were avidly watched and critiqued by the team of Clipper
Skippers and SAESL Management. From six, Michael Mendoza Mustapha, Lewis
Foo and Khairul Anwar Bin Ishak were selected as the SAESL team who will take
their place as part of the Clipper crew for the Clipper 07-08 Race.



Michael Mendoza Mustapha has completed the third leg of the race – South Africa to Fremantle in Western
Australia.   Lewis Foo will take on the challenge of the fourth leg – Fremantle in Western Australia,
Indonesian Islands, Singapore and China.  Khairul Anwar Bin Ishak will participate in the fifth race leg –
China, Japan and West Coast of America.

John Horsburgh, Chief Executive Officer of SAESL said, “SAESL is proud to support the Singapore team for
the Clipper race as we feel that it reflects our focus in encouraging personal development. The race
welcomes a diversity of competitors, making it accessible to even those without sailing experience. The
Clipper race offers our employees the perfect opportunity to challenge themselves in an environment away
from work, and at the same time developing camaraderie, determination and passion for self-development,
all of which are integral to SAESL’s culture.”

John Horsburgh is a member of CSC and a co-owner of Jock (J24) along with other members Simon
Davidson and Joe Lombardo. His interest in sailing started in 1980 in Singapore then as a “means to an end”
to get to dive sites, his other passion. Since that date he has gained his RYA/DoT Yachtmaster Offshore
Certificate and is also the co-owner of a Beneteau 361 “Seaducer”. This boat is wintering in Barcelona and
will be heading for the Balearics in early 2008.

The Uniquely Singapore boat

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15 & 16 December 2007

Felipe and I went sailing in the J24 nationals after being invited by Bob Howison to crew for Changi Sailing
Club’s Nova. On the first day we had great winds and a beautiful day ahead of us. Campbell taught me how
to control the fore deck and how to tack with a spinnaker while Judy taught me how to tell for pressure
changes and how to balance the boat.

On the second day there were four races which started at 10am. In one
of the races we beat another boat by 1sec. In another race I had
hooked the spinnaker boom to the spinnaker sheet which Felipe was
trimming, and I wrestled with the boom for about a minute to clip it on to
the mast. After that both side stays came off the spreader and so Bob
climbed the mast to tape the spreaders in and Campbell pulled the
spreaders closer to the mast with a rope and a bottle of water as a
weight.   It was amazing how fast they repaired it and we were back in
the race.

Once all the races were completed we returned home and the wind was
dying and because the boom moved as the boat rolled so I was asked by Bob to lean against the boom to
keep it on starboard.  Bob forgot I was leaning against the boom and I almost went straight over the side of
the railings - it was hilarious and again when I was passing the jib back on the fore deck I stepped on it and
almost went straight under the railing. Later that day the trophies were given out while we were eating satay
that had been prepared for the J24 sailors.

It was interesting sailing against 8 other boats of the same class because you could constantly see what
position you were in.

It was a great experience and a lot of fun and I would like to thank Bob, Judy and Campbell for taking me out.

I was a trimmer on Nova in the J24 Championships.  That meant
every time we tacked I either had to release the jib or trim it in.
Sometimes I wasn’t strong enough to trim it all the way in so I had
Campbell to help me.  Or when we were passing other boats Bob
would shout at me to bring it in quickly.  At one stage a block
snapped and hit me, so we had to find another block and while Bob
held it I led it through the block.  And we were back racing again.

When we were reaching or running I had to trim the spinnaker but
also had Bob’s help because during the gusts it was too heavy.

There were nine boats taking part. Angel, a visiting boat from SAF
Yacht Club was the champion. Jangan Main-Main, Juno and Jock

all from Changi Sailing Club and did well.  Two boats from SMU had students aboard and there was also a
boat from RSYC.

Although we didn’t finish the first race because the mark had been laid in the wrong place, were late for one
start while we were rigging the spinnaker and had to retire from one race while we fixed the broken gear, we
were first to the first mark in the first race, had two seconds, a third and a seventh.

I got some steering experience after the racing and overall had some good J24 one design racing
experience.   Even though we had some difficulties with the boat it was a very nice sail and I had lots of fun
and I would like to thank Bob, Judy and Campbell for the experience.
